WINTER LEAGUE RULES

Absolutely NO alcohol / tobacco products  or weapons 
are permitted on or around the premises!
Rosters 

1. Maximum roster size: 18 players
2. Rosters are frozen after the game is played. 
3. Players may be rostered with only one team in any specific age division. Players may play for teams in multiple age divisions, but under no circumstances can a player be rostered on multiple teams in the same age division. Once a roster has been turned in at registration, no players may be added to or removed from the team’s roster.
4. All teams must complete and turn in their league roster, medical release forms, and proof of all players’ ages prior to the first game. Birth certificates, passports, and player pass cards are the only acceptable documents for proof of age. No player will be permitted to play in the league until all required documents are turned in and verified. Teams must have proof of age at every game. If you are using birth certificates as proof of age, a photo must accompany the birth certificate. 
Brackets

5. Age brackets and groupings will be based on USYSA ages, on or before 1st August.  A player may “play up” if choose to do so.

Scheduling and Cancellations

6. No requests for schedule changes will be honored after the preliminary schedules are posted.
7. In the event of a game cancellation due to weather, each team will receive a $50 refund for each game cancelled. 
Field of Play

8. Surface: Fieldturf.

Ball Size

9. Outdoor balls will be used.

10. Size 5 Ball 

11. Pro Performance will supply game balls for all matches.
Teams / Players

12. Number of players on the field: 11

13.  The minimum number of players required to start any game:  8

14. Substitutes can be made during any stoppage for either team. The ref will signal for players to enter onto the field. 

15. All players are required to wear shin-guards (covered by socks) and appropriate footwear (e.g. cleats, indoor soccer shoes).

16. The home team is listed first on the schedule. In the event of conflicting team colors, the home team will change.  
17. Goalkeepers must wear a different color jersey than all other players on the field.

18. Coaches and players from both teams will share the same side of the field, on opposite sides of the midfield line. Only authorized team members, coaches, trainers and tournament staff are allowed in the team area during matches. All spectators will take up a position on the opposite side of the field during the time that the match is in progress. Spectators are not allowed in the player areas.
19. No player will be permitted to participate, if wearing any type of cast or brace with exposed metal. Any player wearing a cast may participate if: 1) The cast has a minimum of 2 inches soft covering and 2) is approved by the referee. Failure to comply will result in the player not being permitted to participate until the requirements are met. No jewelry may be worn during play (this includes earrings, necklaces, bracelets of any type, etc.). No screw-in or metal cleats are allowed.

Referees / Referee Abuse / Protests

20. Any abuse (physical/verbal) of a referee prior, during or after a match may result in the team, player, coach, or team follower being expelled from the Tournament.

21. There are no protests. All decisions of the referee are final. 
Game Rules (as per the Laws of the Game unless stated).

22. Games will be 50 minutes in length. The Referee keeps the official time on the field.  

23. Referees are instructed not to add on any “extra time” for any reason.

24. The “home team” will start the game with a kick-off

25. If the ball touches any surface above the playing field, play will be restarted with an indirect free kick, directly beneath the surface touched, to the opponents of the player who last touched the ball.
26. All coaches must stay behind the sideline on their team’s half of the field.

27. All players are required to display good sportsmanship before, during, and after the game.

Conduct and Discipline: Yellow Cards / Red Cards

28. Players who persistently disregard the rules will result in possibility of the issuance of a card at the referee’s discretion.

29. Any coach or player receiving a red card (including 2 yellows = red) will be ineligible for the next scheduled match. In the case of a serious offense, Pro Performance will review all red cards, which could result in the team, player or coach being expelled from the Tournament and/or future tournaments at Pro Performance.
30. Players or coaches guilty of serious foul play, violent conduct, spitting at an opponent or any other person, or using offensive, insulting, abusive language/gestures, shall be sent off and play no further part in the tournament. In the case of a player being sent off, the team will play with a player down.

Tournament Rules

Forfeits

31. Forfeits:  A forfeit will be recorded as a 3-0 win
32. A team shall be allowed a five (5) minute grace period after the scheduled kick-off time before the match is considered a forfeit.
Point System

33. Win = 3 points / Tie = 1 point  / Loss = 0 points

34. In the case of two teams being tied on points, the following tie-break procedures will be used, in the order listed:

i) Head-to-Head Winner

ii) Goal Differential (goals scored less goals conceded)

· For the purposes of calculating goal differential, the maximum goal difference awarded for any individual game will be +5 or -5

iii) Least Total Goals Against 

iv) Most Goals Scored (maximum of 5 per game)

35. In the case of three or more teams being tied on points, after the bracket games, the following tie-break procedures will be used, in the order listed. Head-to-head results are not to be considered, in the case of a tie between three or more teams.

i) Greatest Number of Wins

ii) Goal Differential (goals scored less goals conceded)

· For the purposes of calculating goal differential, the maximum goal difference awarded for any individual game will be +5 or -5

iii) Least Total Goals Against 

iv) Most Goals Scored (maximum of 5 per game)

36. In all cases, the decision of the League Director is final.
